TUITION POLICY 
 

If your child's tuition has not 
been paid for two months, and 
we have no notes in your file as 
to why, the child will be removed 
from our enrollment list, and you 
will receive a letter stating this.  
This dire outcome is very easy to 
prevent. Simply keep current with 
tuition or talk to JOY about your 
particular circumstances so 
arrangements can be made and 
entered into your file in the 
computer. I do not want to 
remove students from this 
school, I want to add students, 
please keep your tuition current. 
Thank you in advance for noting 
this message. 
 

Often, we 
have students who have dropped 
out of the school and want to 
return. We are extremely happy 
to welcome our students back. 
However, the chances of getting 
into the exact same class may be 
slim. Be sure to check with us 
and see which classes are 
available when you plan to return. 
If you are going to be gone for a 
short time - say two to three 
months - it may be best to keep 
your tuition current, thereby 
securing your place in the class.  
This generally does not work for 
a class that is chugging along at a 
rapid pace, but will work for 
some of the younger classes. You 
may make up any classes you 
missed if your tuition is current.

Results from Dance Interest Survey in April Newsletter: 

 

I received only 8 responses: THANK YOU to those  
who took the time to fill out the survey: 

 
50% of respondents answered YES to 'I watch at least one dance event each week on 

TV.’ 

50% answered YES to "I look up dancer's biographies online.” 

80% take their dance lessons seriously. 

100% Dance because they want to not because they are  
forced to by their parents. 

50% Do not think Dance Class is a good place to socialize. 

100% Like to learn more about dance than just dance steps. 

80% Attend Dance concerts when they can; 30% Have favorite dancers. 

90% Work as hard has they can during each class. 

100%  Enjoy working hard in their dance classes. 

60% Do NOT always enjoy learning new steps; 100% Practice sometimes.  

100% Say they have time to practice dance. 

30% Plan to pursue a career in dance, 20% are undecided, 50% do not   

80% Will take college dance classes - 20% are undecided. 

1 Respondent will major in dance in college - all others are either undecided or may 
minor in dance. 

90% of respondents say they dance from their 'heart' always. 

90% Say they feel that they are reasonably talented. 

30% Feel that they are supported by their parents observing their classes. 

90% Take more than five classes each week. 

ONLY 20% of respondents say that they wear warm-up clothing to or 

from the studio; 70% Say they like to eat healthy foods and avoid sugars and junk food. 

 
Note: On some survey sheets, both the YES and the NO boxes were checked. These 
answers were not included in the results above. There is no way to know how much of 
the MacKinnon Dance Academy population are represented by the survey, but it is 
interesting to note that all respondents have a more than passing interest in their dance 
classes and what they can get out of them. If we extrapolate these results to include the 
entire MacKinnon's student body population, I think we are doing quite well in 
generating interest about dance beyond the limited structure of the dance class.
